MENOS is a fully IP based revolutionary networking concept used to exchange 
multimedia content over satellite, allowing broadcasters to share video and audio 
material among scattered sites in a fully automated and cost efficient way. MENOS 
has also been shortlisted for the IBC2009 Innovation Awards.
